Village Hall

A report had been received from SODC suggesting that the Parish should now
acquire the Hall and several small parcels of land such as the playground area. The
cost would be £4,550. A motion was put to accept this, and was carried
unanimously.

Village Plan

The Village Plan is proceeding very well. Four sub groups have been formed and
are meeting regularly. The Questionnaire has been delivered and collected. The
response was at least 80%. Analysis will take some time!

Appreciation was noted of the efforts of the teams who delivered and then collected
the Questionnaire.

Police and community support surgeries

Thames Valley Police will be running a police and community support surgery.
Anyone can drop in to discuss issues and obtain advice on police and community
matters. It will run on the first Wednesday of every month between 10am and 1pm
at the Pangbourne Medical Practice. There is no need to book an appointment you
can just turn up.

If parishioners aren’t able to attend the surgeries they can arrange for a visit from a
police community support officer (PCSO) at their home. For more information
please call Thames Valley Police on 0845 505505.

Traffic Survey

The Parish Council met with Peter Ronald, Oxfordshire County Council Area
Traffic Engineer to discuss the feasibility for some vehicle activated signs to try and
reduce speeding. The outcome of this very helpful meeting was that another traffic
survey will shortly be conducted. The instruments that measure the speed of traffic
will be placed in locations where speeding is worse. The results will be published in
a few months and will be used as the basis for further discussions about traffic
calming.

The Parish Council would like to remind parishioners that if particular
circumstances mean their gardens and lawns cannot be maintained they can contac
the Parish Council, who are more than happy to provide advice and assistance,
where appropriate.

They will be reporting to the Steering Committee in
September with the benefit of the survey analysis.

A public meeting will be held in November at which the Steering Committee
will present their preliminary proposals for action in response to the opinions
expressed in the survey.

As we progress we shall be looking for volunteers on specific projects and
so if there is something in which you are particularly interested and/or have
experience, or if you are willing to help generally, please let us know.

CHAIR'S REPORT TO WHITCHURCH PARISH COUNCIL — APRIL ‘08

Improvements/ Changes

Oxfordshire County Council will be amending its entry system for primary education
again in September ‘09 providing the option for parents to have full time places for all
pupils, rather than the staggered system that is currently in operation. It is felt that
this will hopefully not be too much of an issue for our Pre-School due to the changes
made in 2005 where the entry was reduced from two to one.

Our numbers are currently extremely healthy with a number of our sessions up to
maximum intake.

We found it necessary to increase our fees at the start of this year, based on advice
from our Pre-School Learning Alliance Co-ordinator, from an overview of our budget
and based on market data. Fees have not been increased in more than 4 years, so our
fees have now been increased from £9.00 to £9.50

We have reviewed and updated the pre-school Website and have moved our host and
maintenance of the site to Kate Thatcher (a previous Mum from pre-school who has
her own website design company) - she is currently reviewing the design of the site
to include the happy bear motif.

We have made continued improvements to the garden including the addition of a
vegetable patch. This was a great exercise as it not only provided an opportunity for
the children from both Class 1 and pre-school to work together in planting the seeds
and learning about seasons, nature, growth cycles etc but has also improved the look
and feel of the garden. Every child had the opportunity to plant - so they feel its
their’s.

The Staff have introduced PE in school hall - the children love it!

We have a new computer and computer table - we have a disc containing some
fantastic photos of the children throughout the year, an excellent record of what the
staff do, capturing the essence of pre-school.

We issued our 1 ' preschool survey, the results of which were very good. Provided an
excellent opportunity to learn from feedback and improve. We have acted on
comments/ suggestions made by the parents. This will be scheduled in annually.

And finally, we have a lovely new sign.

Partnership Foundation Stage Unit

The PFSU is going from strength to strength.



Naomi Stewart, the new class 1 teacher has brought lots of passion and enthusiasm
into bringing the PFSU alive as does Helen - the pre-school supervisor and her team,
their working relationship is excellent. There has been much more interaction
between the classes this year with frequent shared story times, playtimes and
gardening etc.

We have had regular termly PFSU steering committee meetings which have assisted
moving long and resolving issues. It has also aided the relationship between the
primary school and pre-school.

The relationship with the school is, more than ever, excellent. Grant Mottram - head
teacher has been extremely supportive to us and has supported me personally with
advise when | have called on him (or should | say hassled!).

| think we can see that the smooth transition for the children from pre-school to main
school indicates the excellent environment that Helen Lowney, Naomi Stewart, their
teams and Grant Mottram have created.

Maintenance

We needed to replace our fire alarm earlier this year. Luckily after applying for grant

support, the Goring, Woodcote and District Lions and the Goring Heath Parish Council
provided grant support to the value of £275.00.

No major maintenance requirements this academic year, just small handy man jobs
like fixing light bulbs, tap washers etc. facier boards, fence at rear for Health and
Safety.

Fundraising
We had a phenomenal year last year - hard to beat in fact raising over £6000. We

had many activities and events - the Family fun day and the Whitchurch fete
particularly successful. Nights like bridge night supper (run by the Bridge Club) and
quiz night providing opportunity for parents to get to know one another. A real
community spirit.

Visits and Trips

Outings - Rushall Farm just before the Easter break and of course our traditional
Summer picnic. We also had a wonderful ‘Spooky Dory Party’ in celebration of
Halloween.

Staffing

We recruited Sue Hopkins who regrettably left us some two months later. Joy retired
and is sadly missed by the children. Joys replacement is Monica who joined us in April
and has settled in really well. It seems as if she has always been here - the children
adore her. We now have 4 fully qualified staff, and with Emma Archer (one of our
Mums) working a few sessions a week to support we have a full team.

We truly appreciate of all the hard work, dedication and enthusiasm of the staff. We
have a fantastic team headed by Helen who create a fantastic environment for the
‘little ones’ of our village.



Where have all the Bridge Cards gone?

More than 750 out of the first 5500 Bridge Cards issued up to last December have
not been used for six months, and are therefore presumed to have been lost.
Anecdotal evidence suggests that Bridge Cards like to hide in glove boxes, door
pockets and under footwell mats. If you find a Bridge Card you thought you had
lost, please return it to us, and we’ll refund the deposit you paid for it - £3 for Bridge
Cards numbered up to 2274 4500, £5 for higher numbers.

There’s also evidence that a significant number of people are discarding their Bridge
Card (and forfeiting their deposit) when it's run out of credit. Please be aware that
Bridge Cards can be “topped up” at the Toll Booth with 40 crossings for £5.

Please find attached an Application Contact Status which |
require your chosen employee to complete. | am sorry it runs to eight pages, but

in order that | know as much about him or her as your bank knows about me, there
is no alternative. Please note that all copies of his or her medical history must be

countersigned by a solicitor and that the mandatory details of his/her financial

situation (income, debts, assets and liabilities) must be accompanied by
documented proof. In due course | will issue your employee with a PIN number
which he/she must quote in all dealings with me. | regret that it cannot be sorter

than 28 digits but, again, | have modelled it on the number of button presses
required to access my account balance on your phone bank service. As they say,

imitation is the sincerest form of flattery.

Let me level the playing field even further. When you call me, press buttons as
follows:

To make an appointment to see me.

To query a missing repayment.

To transfer the call to my living room in case | am there.

TIMES PAST

Two sketches for you to consider when you cross the Toll Bridge or when you are out walking in
our area.

A sketch of the river in 1786 (reproduced by kind permission of the River and Rowing
Museum in Henley). When you visit look for this sketch and also look at the painting of
Henley by Jan Siberechts (1627-1703).

The sketch shows the flash lock in use, the boat is being towed up against the released
water. A steadying and drawing winch is in use on Jeff Aldridge’s land (Walliscote Farm) —
what may have been the remains of the ironwork remained on Jeff's land until recently.
The poor old horse or horses are taking the tow rope, which is taken round two pulleys, up
past the Swan!



Permission to remove the gate (the vertical beams (rymers) and the paddles) in order to
release and lose the upstream water had to be obtained from the Miller — his was the
controlling demand and boats often had to wait days to move up or down the river.

Similarly if you look at Siberecht’s painting you will see a flash lock depicted in use there.

Whitchurch Lock began life as a flash weir in 1580. It was converted into a wooden pound
lock in 1787 just after the sketch was drawn.

Note the route of the ferry from Pangbourne, which | had always assumed plied between
Ferry Lane and our slipway. The passengers left the ferry and crossed the island and then
walked or drove directly across the front of the Mill.

The villagers would promenade before or after Church to and from the lock side. After
1918 this access was up for sale and it was proposed that it should be purchased as a
village pleasure garden as a form of War Memorial. There was little public support and
today's memorial was erected half way up the hill (perhaps to ensure that it was actually a
joint memorial?).

Remember that St John’s Church was built to provide for the Whitchurch Hill villagers who
had become discouraged from attending St Mary’s by the development in the lower village
and the houses built for the wealthy.

The second sketch is one which | have obtained by copying it from ‘History of the Parish
of Whitchurch’ written by the Reverend John Slatter and published in 1895. | do hope that |
haven’t offended anyone by copying it and reproducing it here?

. . f ”
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Slatter lists a number of features which | thought would be of interest:

a - is the Roman camp (no mention of an Iron Age fort!)
b - is the site of an Anglo- Saxon burial of two men lying side by side.
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C - a large pond called the Tyne pit (Saxon word 'tynan’ to hedge - to keep the cattle away
from polluting the water). The gate - to stop the cattle wandering off the common land
above

d — a defensive ditch, probably necessary if the camp above was occupied by the Danes.
We know this as the drainage ditch running through Walliscote Farm land, to the Walled
Garden pond, under the road and the Greyhound and back to the river on Eastfield Lane.

e - the Danes would have swarmed up Sheepwash to the 'castle’ above.

f - the site of the jug well (hard wick - hard spring? (wick or wyke is from the Celtic wich or
wych - a spring)). 'A boundary from the river to the ceacca-well's head'. Ceacca is Saxon
for a well which served the inhabitants for dipping their utensils to get fresh water. He
says there is no other place in the parish where the water flows out from the chalk.

g - Maypole Piece. He quotes Mrs Lybbe "in 1713 a maypole set up on ye hill in ye straight
way to Collinsend”. Could have been used previously for Druidicial worship. Was this
where the Ash tree stood until recent years?

He mentions Hod’s Lane as Odin’s Lane (or Woden if Saxon) — the war path from the
camp? He says the land to the north of the camp is called Binditch (castle ditch) and to the
east Ammersley — where the small horses were pastured. He also mentions the public
house at Collyn's End and says that Charles 1 came up from Caversham House to play
bowls on July 19 1648 (maybe we should celebrate with a walk up there 360 years later?).
July 19 2008 is a Saturday (the day of the opera) but another date | have found was July 9
1648 (a Thursday- more likely) so | could take you up there on 13 July 20087

Note the parish boundary and also its extension into Berkshire!

HOW TO MAKE HOLIDAY FILMS A TRULY MOVING
EXPERIENCE
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The advent of the digital camcorder combined with advances in
computer technology have revolutionised video film making. The fuzzy
images and pasty colours of those early VHS video cameras have been
replaced by camcorders half the size of a Barbara Taylor Bradford
paperback producing rich, crisp images.

But sadly the content of most people’s videos lag far behind this
picture quality and range from the boring to downright terrible. All too often
holiday videos consist of endless wobbly shots of family members in front of
the Parthenon/Pyramids/Niagara Falls etc., etc. These are peppered
with countless sick making zooms and wild panning shots.

It need not be like this. With a little extra care your holiday videos can be
interesting mini documentaries that your friends will not plead a bad attack of
the plague to avoid. So here are some tips to make your videos a pleasure
to watch:

1) Subject matter

Do not try to include everything in your trip from the departure lounge at
Gatwick to the beaches and discos on the Costa del Sol. Instead make two
or three short videos about interesting features of the place you are
visiting. For example a holiday in Dubrovnik can easily include a day trip to
the shattered Bosnian city of Mostar. So why not make a ten or fifteen
minute video comparing how the cities of Dubrovnik and Mostar have
recovered from the years of war?

2) Make wobbly shots history

Very few of us can hold a camcorder steady for even short periods.
Ironically, it is becomes more difficult the lighter the camera.

The best way to eliminate unsteady shots in your video is to use a
tripod. If this is too much hassle, place your camcorder on the palm of
your hand and tilt the viewing screen upwards so that you are looking
directly down into it. This should produce much steadier shots. But if you
are shooting a telephoto shot it really is best to use a tripod or find a firm
flat surface for your camera

3) Use zooming and panning shots sparingly

The zoom lens is a wonderful invention but its overuse soon becomes
repetitive and visually rather tiring. One or two zooms in a ten minute video
are fine if they are slow and steady, but ten or twenty will ruin your film.
The same goes for panning shots. When confronted by The Grand Canyon
or the The Palace of Versailles most people succumb to the temptation to
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pan wildly across the scene “to fit it all in.” My advice is the same as Mr
Punch’s to young men contemplating matrimony: “Don’t”. Fast pans are
irritating to the eye and it is not possible to make sense of the blurred
images racing past. A slow pan will hold up the progress of your film. Far
better to use a variety of static shots lasting no more than five seconds
shot from different angles.

A story in pictures

When you are shooting any movie always remember that you are telling
your story primarily in pictures not words. It is a good shooting discipline
to imagine that your final video will have no narration. So do not be afraid
of being too obvious and ensure its story has an identifiable beginning
middle and an end. So if you are filming a visit to Basildon Park, start off
with a shot of the sign saying “Basildon Park” at the entrance gates
preferably with some visitors driving in. Then show a good wide angle
“establishing” shot of the front of the house. The final shot could be a
fade on a similar shot. Leave all the subliminal stuff to the directors who
have public grants to waste. | guarantee your audience will be bigger.

Editing

All films stand or fall by the quality of their editing. The pace and interest
of a scene can often be destroyed if a shot is allowed to run for a fraction
longer than necessary. Have the courage and ruthlessness to cut out all
but the bare necessities of the film. Remember, you may love those five
stunning sunsets you shot at Bora Bora, but the audience only need and
want to see one.

But first things first. How do you go about editing your video? The
simplest way is using editing software on your p.c. Microsoft Movie Maker
Is included with many computers and is an excellent programme that is
both versatile and easy to use. Its main problem is that the final video can
only be burnt onto a cd and this limits its playback options.

However, there are many other editing programmes available that
range on average from about £20 upwards to £70. A good place to look
Is Amazon, not only because of choice and price but also because they
often carry very helpful user reviews. All editing packages from the
humble Microsoft Movie Maker to Adobe Premiere Elements can turn you
holiday video into a mini masterpiece complete with narration and music.

If you do not have a computer you can always edit in camera, shooting
your video in sequence. This is time consuming, difficult and rarely
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completely successful. Invariably one shot will be botched and you are
then stuck with it. But it can be done.
