Playground

SODC have awarded the Parish Council another grant (£6,093) to complete
the improvements to the playground. We are very grateful to SODC for this
as it will enable us to replace the old tall slide that was taken down in the
summer with a new slide on safe surfacing.

We also have some picnic benches donated by Mr Sam Josefovitz which will
be put up at the same time. Mr Sam has kindly donated a new bin for the
Playground to help keep the area tidy.

Traffic calming

The Parish Council have been in contact with the OCC (Oxfordshire County
Council) about speeding problems in the Village especially in the High Street
and Hardwick Road. We are waiting for them to complete speeding surveys
in these two locations and also to investigate the possibility of a 20 mph limit
around the school.

Highways

The Parish Council has expressed their concern to the OCC highways
department and the SODC about the safety of the flint retaining wall of
Milverton Cottage garden in the narrow section of the road at the top of the
High Street. Several people in the village have reported movement of the
wall and the new fencing. This matter is being looked into by these
organisations.

The Annual Parish assembly will be held on Tuesday the 1 of May one
month later than usual.

The reason for this is that our Clerk is on Maternity leave but will back at
work by then.

Since the last meeting

The Parish Council were consulted by the OCC last year about problems with
parked cars at the junction of the High Street and Eastfield Lane. They initially
intended to put a yellow box in the High Street outside the Grey hound. The Parish
Council objected to this and was then contacted about a proposal to implement
yellow lines. The Council discussed this proposal and suggested a more modified
scheme.

The OCC are now promoting a Traffic Regulation Order to restrict waiting (parking)
in the High Street. The reason for this is that parking in this area is thought to
restrict visibility, vehicle movement and to create a potential danger.

The OCC proposes that there should be “No waiting at any time” (which means
double yellow lines) in the High Street located as follows:

West side: From a point 11m North of a point in line with the southern side of
Eastfield Lane (northern boundary wall of Prospect House), southwards for a
distance of approximately 47m.

East side: From a point in line with the southern side of Eastfield Lane (northern
boundary wall of Prospect House) southwards for a distance of 36m.

A Public Notice about the proposals will appear in the local press and is on the
Village Notice board.

SOUTH OXFORDSHIRE DISTRICT COUNCIL ANNUAL
REPORT 2006 - 2007

We continue to fund 8 PCSO’s working with the police to help reduce crime. We
have invested a total capital budget of £1,379,000 towards CCTV cameras in
Wallingford, Didcot, Henley-on-Thames and Thame. It has been another busy year
working on the Councils Performance Plan making sure that we have continued to
improve services.

Over the last three years councils working with the Government have changed ways
in which we work, there is far more emphasis on partnership working with other
councils, police, business and the voluntary sector.

The Council webcasts planning, cabinet and council meetings and from April will
also include scrutiny, audit and corporate governance and some high profile
licensing  committee  meetings. For  further  information  visit
www.southoxon.gov.uk/webcasts. We have a very good web site
www.southoxon.gov.uk and our newsletter ‘Outlook’ is very well read full of
information.

Recycling

With your help recycling has risen by more than 50%. The introduction of the
brown wheelie bin for garden waste has been a huge success with more than 9000
bins being collected. We cannot be complacent as there will be heavy fines if we do
not reduce waste going to land fill. We intend to make it easier for everyone to
recycle and will be looking at different methods when our contract with Grundons is
re-tendered.

Affordable Housing

We have put £1.4m towards affordable housing this year. We have worked with
Parish Councils to achieve some very good schemes such as Goring Heath.
Properties are not all for rent but some have shared equity helping people to get onto



the property ladder. We have reduced homelessness to single figures which not only
helps people but reduces the council’s costs.

Crime
There is also a deployable camera for use in the villages which is a pilot scheme and
has yet to be evaluated.

Leisure

As part of our commitment to improve sports centres we are investing £3,386,000 of
which £2,807,000 is for the Henley-on-Thames Centre. There has been a delay in
the Henley scheme which has now started. However the other sports centres are
completed and are now high quality facilities. As a result we have seen an increase
in their usage. We are able to afford this money by the community fund i.e. interest
on the investment from sale of the council houses 10 years ago.

We have given capital money grants to villages and towns for their improvement
scheme such as the play area and village halls. There are council bursaries for
young people to help with their sport, music or arts. The young talent in our area is
amazing and these bursaries give the young people a real boost some may even
make the Olympics.

New is revenue grants to voluntary organisations as they told us they did not need
capital but certainty of revenue for at least 3 years.

Environmental Health
Environmental Health has had a very busy year with the Licensing Act but we coped
with all the applications and now look forward to the smoking ban in July.

During the year we joined the Benefit and Financial Services with the Vale of the
White Horse Council. A contract with Capita for the service has increased the
quality plus saved the council £500,000. We are discussing with Capita Customer
Service improvements by introducing a Centre, already more than half the calls that
are taken come through a Capita Customer Service Centre.

Planning continues to improve, applications are turned around much quicker these
days. The government reward the council for reaching their targets which enables
us to employ staff. We are pleased to say we have been able to reduce the
enforcement cases during the year and continue the good work.

We have worked with officers to find 5% savings across the council without
removing services. This has enabled for the second year running to have no increase
in your council tax for SODC services. We could have reduced the tax this year by
2.2% but then next year we would have had to increase as the government grants to
councils are so unknown.

The Whitchurch Documentary
A Sharp Learning Curve

With the coverage of the Christmas services “in the can”, the actual shooting of the
documentary “Mr Toad’s Village” is very nearly complete. I have been able to start
the post production and at the time of writing I have finished editing about fifteen
minutes of the film. This represents about a third of the whole documentary.

The initial sequence was shown to a very appreciative audience at the recent
meeting of The Whitchurch and Goring Heath History Society. I certainly benefited
from the help and information provided by so many of the members.

I am particularly grateful to Peter Hawley for guiding me to the first chapter of
“Portrait of a Lady” by Henry James. Before this meeting I had no idea that this



famous author had visited Hardwick House let alone write a description of it in one
of his novels!

This all underlines what a great learning experience the making of this documentary
has been. | can safely say that I have learned more about Whitchurch and its history
in the past year than in all the rest of the time I have been in the village.

It is said that when the film producer/director Carl Forman approached Churchill
about making “Young Winston the great man said: “Right when do we start?” Like
most of us Churchill did not appreciate how long it takes to plan shoot and edit a
film.

[ am often reminded of this story when people ask me when “Mr Toad’s Village”
will be completed. Whilst it is difficult to give an accurate answer to this knotty
question I am aiming to have it ready by this autumn.

The aims of this documentary remain the same as they were when I started:

To provide past and present Whitchurch residents with a keepsake and record of the
village.

To give future generations a slice of social history.
To raise funds for The Helen House children’s Hospice in Oxford.

It is my hope to show the documentary at a premiere evening in The Village Hall
where dvds of it will be sold. All proceeds (after cost of dvds) from these sales will
be given to The Helen House children’s Hospice in Oxford. Of course, I want
people to buy the dvds primarily because they like the documentary not simply as an
act of charity!

It would also be good to make a French language version for our friends at La
Bouille. This would require someone who is completely bilingual to translate and
narrate the accompanying dialogue. If anyone can help in this matter I would be
extremely grateful.

WoTHABS — Whitchurch on Thames Habitat Study Group

PONDS: We’re now in the fourth year of our Garden Pond Monitoring
project. Recording forms have again been sent for pond owners to keep a simple
record of wildlife seen in and near their ponds. If you would like to participate,
please contact WoTHABS (see below). All the information you collect will be sent
on to the Oxford Brookes-based action group, Pond Conservation
(www.pondconservationl.org.uk,

formerly www.brookes.ac.uk/pondaction).

RECYCLING: Thank you to all who are using the local collection point (the
Primary School) for aluminium cans and foil. There has been a good response, but
there must be many who still don’t know about it, so please pass on the word.
Remember, you need to save cans (squashed please) and aluminium foil in separate
bags. There are two separate bins for them at the school, and these are accessible
during school hours. Periodically, we take them to a Non-Ferrous Metal Merchants
and Processors based in Nuneham Courtenay, near Oxford. = This keeps at least
some of our waste out of land fill, helps reduce aluminium production and the
generation of even more waste and pollution and earns money for the school. A
winner all the way. On a point of information, if it won’t stay squashed, it’s not
aluminium foil: e.g. turn a crisp packet inside out and squash it, but it's still not
foil, but butter wrappers, e.g. Lurpack, are foil, although somewhat disguised
because of their paper lining.

THE SCHOOL: Several WoTHabbers joined some of the children at Whitchurch
Primary for RSPB’s Schools’ Birdwatch last month. The weather was good and
among the birds seen were Great Tits, Blue Tits, Chaffinches, Dunnocks,
Blackbirds, Robins, Blackcaps, Greenfinches, Fieldfares and Woodpigeons. (Some
of the money from the sale of aluminium for recycling has been spent on bird food,
which is now put out regularly. Perhaps the birds came to show their appreciation.)
Now that spring is here, maintenance has been resumed on the wildlife corner,
‘Sally’s Wood’. Thanks especially to all the Close family who helped WotHabbers
in a recent morning’s heavy work relaying and restoring the woodland paths, now
freshly edged and woodchipped.

THE MAZE: It is still a bit wet to carry out any maintenance but regular
working parties will resume soon so watch out for dates on the Maze noticeboard.

SURFER’S PARADISE

It seems that the internet often reaches the attention of the media for entirely negative
reasons. This is usually because the authorities have uncovered a web based paedophile
network or that a nasty virus has ripped through its cyberspace.

This is a pity, because it obscures the fact that the internet contains many thousands of
fascinating and informative web sites. So here, in no particular order are some interesting
sites.

Slate (www.slate.com) is a daily web based magazine that was founded by the
Washington Post Company as far back as 1996. It describes itself as “a general interest
publication offering analysis and commentary about politics, news, and culture.”

Although its content tends to be weighted towards the US, Slafe has many articles that
are of international interest. One of Slate’s many good features is the high quality of its
photojournalism. Many thought provoking photo essays can be accessed by typing in
photography against the search tab on the front page. Like many such online publications
it also carries video clips of current or historical interest.

The nearest British equivalent to Slate is First Post (www.thefirstpost.co.uk.) which also
deals with current affairs, politics and the arts. Whilst First Post’s pictorial content is not
as rich as its American counterpart, the journalism is of the highest quality. It also has a
section called Soho that is a must for any film buff. On this page you can view not only
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trailers for current releases but also a selection of experimental shorts. These films are
bizarre, quirky, often funny but never dull.

With their immediacy, free access and video content these cyber magazines are posing a
significant threat to print media. What the future is for conventional newspapers and
magazines when faced with such potent competition is anybody’s guess.

The Web is so vast individuals can only tickle the edges, so let us share some of our
favourite sites. Ed.

Mrs Myrtle Osorio
The death occurred on 24" February of Myrtle Osorio.

I believe she came to Whitchurch about the same time as we did, 1966. I gathered
she had lived in a much bigger property on Pangbourne Hill. Many people are still
living around who knew her in her Pangbourne days. My first acquaintance was
through the WI. I remember she was a good member, always ready to contribute
and take part. I did not really get to know her, in the true sense until my husband
died in 1992, when she was so kind and helpful and invited me to meals, and helped
me to start to play Bridge. We shared a love of flowers and gardens and I remember
her house was always full of flowers. She had a vast number of friends having
lived in Pangbourne all her married life. I learned that she had gone to the L.S.E.
and become a social worker and I believe that she kept the highest ideals of that
calling all her life. Although she was of the Jewish faith she was very ecumenical in
her outlook, and took an interest in our village Church and indeed came to many of
our services.
