This will be in October of this year and there will be plenty of
advance publicity.

We have been close friends for more than 25 years and did many things together,
stall at fetes and fairs and much else. We will all remember the delicious fudge and
coconut ice that she made for all the village occasions. She was a friend to
everyone and was involved with so much that happened in the Village.

She will be very much missed by all the many people who were her friends and
whose lives she touched.

Heritage Group Meetings

The April meeting was well attended by members, and a number of visitors, who
came to hear John Chapman’s talk on ‘The Great Western comes to the Thames
Valley. We were privileged to be shown some rare archive material during the
evening, and came away with some interesting nuggets of information. For example,
when the Royal Assent was given for the construction of the line through Berkshire
in 1835, the idea of a branch at Windsor was dropped as the headmaster of Eton felt
that if the boys were able to use the railway service, they would escape to ‘indulge
in depravity’.

When the line to Windsor was eventually introduced, Queen Victoria still preferred
to use her coach. However in the political turmoil of 1848, after a bomb was thrown
at her carriage, she was persuaded by Prince Albert to take the train as far as Slough
and alight there.

The present Queen arrived at Slough station on one occasion to find that the red
carpet had unfortunately been placed at the wrong end of the platform. On leaving
the train, she was heard to remark dryly ‘are you expecting someone important?’

Pangbourne station was of special interest. Due to the proximity of the Old Bath
Road, coaches would come from the Lamb at Theale to the station, where they were
loaded on to the train at a siding which eventually became part of the goods yard.
Both horses and coach were taken by train to Paddington, thus saving many miles of
travel by road. Taxi services and motor rail are nothing new. Much of the original
station plan still survives today, and the Heritage Group hope to build up an archive
of focal points in village history. This is one of the areas we plan to research.

All you have to do is provide the TLC until a suitable new home is found for
the cat.

It’s not necessary for you to be at home all of the time. Many of our fosterers
combine this with a fulltime job or family commitments but you do need some
spare time to care for the cats and to take them for veterinary treatment if
needed. You may also have to collect cats occasionally and you will have to take
telephone calls from prospective owners.

As you may know Whitchurch and Goring Heath have their very own Climate
Change Group whose main aim is to reduce our personal carbon footprints. There
are now about 50 people on our database, but only 15 households have completed a
carbon audit, representing about 3% of the two parishes.

What is everyone else doing? If you are reorganising your personal and work life in
order to slash your CO2 emissions, then brilliant. Come along to the next meeting
and tell us about it.

Surely no one is unaware of the appalling dangers posed by climate change. The
issue is mainstream news now. There are people who continue to deny that climate
change is a result of human activity, but I think even they know the truth. The
consequences of not reducing our CO2 emissions will be horrific- initially for the
developing world, but ultimately for us all.

To continue ‘business as usual’ is not an option. The average Briton emits about
10,000kgs CO2 per year. This level is unsustainable. Do you know how your
household rates? Is it morally acceptable to be in excess of this figure and not be
making a determined effort to reduce it? Does having a high income justify creating
higher levels of pollution? We have to address these issues and act to minimise the
chaos that our children and grandchildren inevitably face.

A Spring Walk — Checkendon to Stoke Row and return (about 4
miles)

| last wrote this walk for you about 6 years ago. This time I’ve altered the route to keep
away from the busy roads.

Checkendon is a delightful village with a long and proud history. Since you will
probably park your car near the 12" century Church do take time to look at it and its
wall paintings originally representing Jesus and the Twelve Apostles.

With the church on your right walk down the access road towards Checkendon Court
.You will soon see a footpath on your right; turn right onto it and follow the iron fence
until you reach a stile on your right. Cross over and head across the small field to
another stile immediately ahead. Again cross over and follow the wide path as it
swings right with a fence now on your left, then leave the fence and walk straight
ahead through a copse until you reach the side of a pool and an obvious stable area.
Look at the Alice in Wonderland style garden furniture and the lovely statue of a horse
on your right. Continue past the stables, cross the low fence ahead and also the next
one and head to the narrow left-hand side of the small stable and its yard. At the end
of the yard is a gate, go through and down the narrow path to meet Lovegrove’s Lane,
cross over to the fenced footpath on the other side. Go down to the stile ahead, cross
over and head across the field to the distant hedge where you will find another stile
leading onto a lane. There are two routes marked, one left and one right. You turn left
and follow the broad bridleway past the cottage, shortly afterwards you will see a sign
on your right showing a footpath bending back hard right.

This is your next path; however if you miss it and find yourself on the edge of a road
by the side of a farm don’t worry - on your right again is another marked path which
will eventually meet the first path (do follow the angle of the marked arrow). Both
paths meet at a lane, turn left to reach the road, on your left you will see a pub which
no doubt you will have heard of but have found difficulty in locating -"The Black
Horse’.

Turn right onto the road for a few yards and then on your left you will see a kissing
gate and a sign showing two routes to Stoke Row, each 1 mile long. Take the right
hand route over the stile (take care in wet weather, it can become very boggy here),
follow the woodland on your left and then straight across the field to a stile by the
road to Checkendon. Cross over and turn left to find another stile on your right. Go
over this and head across this field to a distant stile to enter the side of the woodland.
You will meet a path crossing in front of you, turn left onto it and shortly afterwards
turn right onto a well marked fenced path between the horse fields. At the end turn left
onto a broad lane to enter Stoke Row. On your right just after the start of the houses
there is a narrow lane, go down this until you meet a division of the path on the edge
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of the woodland, take the left path and follow it as it swings round with the small
industrial estate on your left to reach a narrow ‘carpeted’ path which leads to
Busgrove Lane (if you miss the left fork then go straight ahead and you will arrive
further down Busgrove Lane), turn left to reach the main road running through the
village. Try to note the narrow entrance since it is the start of your return route.

Stoke Row was a very ancient settlement; it may have been the home of the Ancalites
- an old Celtic tribe. It had a plentiful supply of clay and its lands were used for both
crops and as pasture. It was the home of the tree-fellers, the tent-peg makers and
chair-leg turners. Today it is well known for the Maharajah’s Well and perhaps also
for its two pubs.

Cross over to the entrance to Northwood Lane. The Maharajah’s Well is further down
the main road to your left and is well worth a visit to read the fascinating story of the
Indian Prince who enabled the provision of a clean and continuous supply of water to
this hilltop village. The Cherry Tree is over on your right and if you follow down and
round Northwood Lane you will come to the Crooked Billet.

When you have finished your investigation of the village, its Well and the pubs go
back down Busgrove Lane to the narrow footpath on your right, follow it and repeat
your inward journey in reverse until you emerge onto the road by the houses. Turn left
and follow the broad track towards the woodland. Ignore the two stiles which you see
on your right, shortly after the second one there is a well-marked fenced path on
your right which runs between the horse areas. Follow it and then turn left and this
time contour round to drop to the valley bottom and to meet ‘Judges Road’. This area
was said to have been very lawless and the Judges used this route to mete out their
summary punishments. The ‘lawlessness’ was probably attributable to the severe
application of the ‘Forest Laws’ on behalf of the King.

Cross over this broad bridleway with the house on your right and head directly up the
slope opposite, follow the path to a stile and cross over to enter a field. Your next stile
is on your immediate right leading into another field, the path leads diagonally to the
far bottom corner to another stile. Cross over and follow the hedge to meet a narrow
enclosed path slightly to your left which leads up to the side of the houses ahead and
emerges onto the road leading into Checkendon. Turn left and return to the Church
and your car.

I must record my thanks once again to Mr J H Baker for the information about the area
recorded in his book ‘The Ipsden Country’.
