Dear friendsin Christ,

Advent Sunday on 30™ November marks the beginning of a new season,
and indeed anew Church year, atime of preparation and
of looking forward, especialy to the celebration of the
Nativity of Christ at Christmas.

Of course, the High Street stores have been *looking
forward’ since the end of the school summer holidays,
and the seasonal aidles in the big supermarkets switched
from barbecues and picnic setsto crackers and tinsdl at
about the same time. There' s the temptation for the
Church to take up a self-righteous stance about al this,
to huff and puff about priorities and values. And indeed thereisafair and
important point to be made about such things.

But look at the faces of those Christmas shoppers hunting for a spacein the
multi-storey, struggling with parcels and tired youngsters, hunting high and
low for this year’ s must-have, hyped-up toy. Arethey having fun?

The consumerfest of “Xmas” isjust another pressure on aready crowded
lives, and another drain on overstretched purses and wallets. And for
many, this festival of light isadark time of unbearable loneliness. Which
is an odd way to commemorate the birth of the one who said:

“ Come to me, all you that are weary and are carrying heavy
burdens, and | will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn
fromme, for | am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest
for your souls.” (Mt 11:28-9)

So let’s each maketime in our own Christmas preparations for a quiet time

On one channd, John Simpson was graphically accounting how he
narrowly missed being blown up in the worst friendly fire incident
of thewar in Irag. His colleague was not so fortunate.

On the other channel, Louis Theroux was investigating lifein a
legalized US brothel.

Both programmes wereright in your face. Sex and violence —for
real.

It wasn't until | had turned off after the newsthat | realized the
connecting thread. Both were reporting stories that led back to the
dominance of US culture and values.

Technological supremacy was used to legitimize the use of violence
in Irag, clinically administered from 2000 feet. John Simpson’s
broadcast, as unpleasant asit was, gave thelieto this, showing that
war is still about chaos, degth, pain, confusion and grief.

It is humanity’ s ultimate failure.

Back in the motherland, young women are being schooled in self
degradation for money, or for pleasure, and the great voyeur
Theroux, cynical in his pseudo innocence, becomes the willing
carrier of the virusthat is US culture.

Thereis nothing as deceitful as a human heart bent upon its own
desires.

In our desire for power — either among the nations, or in the
bedroom, we are most dreadfully deceived. The world beating
model on offer from the States is a sham.

Power is not measured by the pound or the fist. God uses a different
scale.

Power in the truest sense is demonstrated in sacrificial service.

In person, in quiet faithfulness and in sdlf giving.
